V Begin to feed with low or no nitrogen fertilizer, such as ñHi Bloomò or ñBloomò. Low/no nitro-

gen fertilizers will have label ratings around 0-10-10 or 2-10-10. Either liquid or time-released 
granules can be used. If liquid is used, another application may be needed in a month or so. Plants 
that are not large enough to bloom can be fertilized with a higher nitrogen content, such as 5-10-10, 
for example. 

V Watch for pests. Keep plants free of debris where pests can breed and hide. Wet weather is 

snail and slug weather. Bait or hand pick them. Spray with insecticides only when necessary and 
follow directions carefully. 

V Protect epies from freezing temperatures. New tender growth is especially susceptible to cold-

er temperatures, light frost and winter winds. 

V Prune out unproductive and unsightly growth to allow more energy to be used by newer and 

healthier branches. However, if you live in an area where your epies will be exposed to more freez-
ing nights, this unproductive or damaged growth will help protect the healthier growth from the 
elements. So, you may want to forgo pruning for a bit longer. The choice is yours based on your 
specific conditions. 

V Let epies enjoy the winter rains. As long as your epies are in loose draining soil, the rains 

wonôt hurt them and will help wash out the fertilizer salts that can build up in potted plants. If you 
have epies sitting on shelves or tables, make sure theyôre not sitting in puddles of water after heavy 
rains. If you collect rain water for future use, store in covered opaque containers to prevent algae 
build-up and mosquito larvae infestation. Your saved water will come in handy once the rainy sea-
son has passed. 

V Pick ripe apples (seed pods). After removing the seeds from the pod, they can be planted im-

mediately without having to be dried out. However, artificial light and heat may be needed to en-
courage germination. Your may want to place your containers on a sunny window sill indoors. This 
will speed up the process. 

V Do not repot plants that you want to bloom this spring. Some buds are already starting their 

earliest formative stages. Once buds set, donôt rearrange your plants. Moving plants can cause 
forming buds to drop.  If you want to rearrange them, do it now. 
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Editorôs Note: SDES mourns the passing of Chuck 
Everson, and we will set out to celebrate his life and 
accomplishments. Over the next few months, we will 
hold tribute to Chuck through various articles and 
member memories. We would like to thanks Lois Burks, 
SDES Honorary Life Member, for sharing her story 
and her memories of Chuck.   

I was saddened to learn that Chuck Everson passed 
away last month after a long debilitating illness. I have 
many fond memories of Chuck and his husband Jerry 
Williams dating back to the 1970s.  

My husband, Bob and I started California Epi Center 
as a mail order nursery in the early 1970s when we 
were living in Van Nuys, California. Our business part-
ners were Alice and Robert ñBuckyò Buchanan. It was 

a time of great interest in plants with many good plant-related magazines in circulation. Our business 
grew rapidly, and eventually Bob and I sold our Van Nuys home and moved to Vista, California where 
we could add walk-in and wholesale business to our basic mail order sales.  

Alice and I met Chuck and Jerry while the two of us were volunteer workers at Hurst Nursery in Rose-
mead. Chuck and Jerry loved Epiphyllums as much as we and the Hursts did. The idea for starting Cal-
ifornia Epi Center sprung from our volunteer work and the popularity of the Epies in Southern Califor-
nia.  

Chuck and Jerry were inspired to start their own mail order Epiphyllum business, Rainbow Gardens 
about a year after we started California Epi Center. There seemed to be plenty of business to go around. 
Not long after Bob and I moved California Epi Center to Vista, CA Alice Buchanan was diagnosed 
with ALS (Amyotrophic Lateral Sclerosis) and tragically passed away within 18 months. Bob and I had 
bought the Buchananôs share of the business by that time. 

As the Vista business grew, the workload grew right along with it, and at one point when Chuck and 
Jerry visited us, I casually (and no doubt tiredly) told Chuck that, ñIf anyone walks up the driveway 
with enough money, weôre out of here!ò It must not have been one of my better days. In 1987, Chuck 
and Jerry visited us and Chuck asked if I remembered 
saying what I did about someone walking up the drive-
way with enough money. I did and talked to Bob about 
it. The rest is history. Rainbow Gardens bought our 
business and house, which was on the same property, 
and we left for Arkansas. I think the move was good 
for everyone concerned. Chuck and Jerry were young-
er than Bob and me and increased Rainbow Gardens 
business to include a bookstore, which was very suc-
cessful. Bob and I established Burksô Nursery in Ar-
kansas, a small mail order business specializing in Ha-
worthias, Gasterias, and small Aloes. We sold at 
shows, as did Rainbow Gardens, so we maintained 
contact with Chuck and Jerry that way over the years.  

I wish Jerry well as he continues life without Chuck. I 
know the loss is very difficult. 
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You may have heard that Chuck Everson passed away in Janu-
ary.  If you never got the chance to meet him, I am sorry. To 
remedy that, Iôd like to talk a little bit about Chuck and how I 
knew him. 

I met Chuck and Jerry after moving to San Diego in 2004.  It 
was about half hour drive from my house in San Diego up to 
Rainbow Gardens, and I tried to visit often. Not just to shop at 
the nursery and the bookshop, but also to visit with Chuck and 
Jerry.  

We would sit in the area behind the bookshop and talk about var-
ious subjects. We talked about travel, people, plants and politics.  
We discussed the history of the California-based epi societies 
which was very interesting to me, as I was a relatively new 
member of SDES. Chuck and Jerry had been members for many, 
many years and knew a lot of history. And they usually told it in 
a very humorous manner. 

Chuck had a dry sense of humor and he made me laugh frequent-
ly. Chuck was also a person with immense curiosity about many things. Very knowledgeable about 
plants, both he and Jerry were helpful with questions about culture and growing epiphytic cacti and ter-
restrial cacti, South African bulbs, other succulents, Hoyaé the list goes on and I owe them both a tre-
mendous debt for all the information, photos and friendship they shared with me.  

And they offered plenty to the societies, as well. Chuck and Jerry donated items to the library, their im-
mense collection of slides, plants for the collection at the Safari Park, and thatôs just for the SDES.  
They also donated for the various societiesô sales and raffles. Chuck wrote articles for various plant 
magazines and journals; he was involved with many plant societies and at one point was the librarian 
for the CSSA.   

Chuck was a big presence in the cactus world, particularly the epiphytic cactus world.  His passing 
leaves some big shoes to fill. Selfishly, it also means I have lost a friend who made my time in San Di-
ego very fun and enjoyable. 

Take a moment to reach out and hug your friends and family. Enjoy your plants.

Editors note: In the October issue of EpiNews was an article 
entitled ñEpi Time Capsule: Describing Epiphyllum Fruitò. 
You may recall we came across some very lively dialogue in 
ñThe Mailbagò section of an old issue of Epi News, citing cor-
respondences from Velma Featherstone, who was a founding 
member of the ESA, describing her disdain and vehement ob-
jection of the term ñappleò to describe the fruit of the epiphyl-
lum, to our then-editor Patricia Neal. 

I explicitly stated in the article that I would not entertain any 
feedback regarding the matter, as I did not want to reignite the 
flames of what appeared to be a several decades-long debateð
or even controversyðpertaining to the fruit of the epiphyllum 
being described as an ñappleò.  

While all of the comments I received were unanimously in the 
corner of ñTeam Patò, I did get a request for the recipe for 
Cactus Candy which was published the following month in Epi 
News. 

After that article was printed, I continued to receive questions 
as to who Velma Featherstone was? Recognizing the responsi-
bility of impartiality to our readersðI felt it was my duty as 
editor to tell both sides of the story. And even though I vowed 
not to bring up the subject again, I can emphatically make the 
promise that this mayðor may notðbe the last we hear on the 
matter. 

The following is an excerpt of an article written by then-editor 
Keith Ballard, in the Epiphyllum Society of Americaôs The Bul-

letin, Volume 57, Number 3 which was published in the Spring of 2002. 

The June 1963 Epiphyllum Society of Americaôs The Bulletin welcomed Velma Featherstone as a new 
ESA member. 1 would guess that she, and her husband Porter, had joined at that yearôs flower show. It 
probably can also be assumed that the Featherstones had flowering epies at the time, as Porter is listed 
as winning a ribbon in the November 1963 photographic contest. Starting with the next show, Velma 
was competing in and winning in the corsage and flower arrangements competitions, which continued 
with occasional wins also in ñCut Flowersò and other classes all the way through the 1985 show. 

In January 1971, Velma became a part of the leadership of the ESA, becoming Assistant Bulletin Edi-
tor, and then ESA President from September 1971 though August 1973. In the fall of 1973, she started 
a long tenure as the Bulletinôs Editor, which lasted 10 years. During this period Velma filled the pages 
of the Bulletin with culture tips (in some cases a ñculture thesisò is a better description), technical arti-
cles such as Gordon Rowleyôs paper entitled Genealogy of the Large-Flowered Cactus Hybrids 
(published in serial form), responses to reader inquires, reports on epi events and meetings, and she 
fleshed out the rules for hybrid registration. Velma had very definite ideas on how things should be 
doneðbut we knew that she had the best interests of the Society at heart. It was during this time that 
the ESA membership peaked to over 600 members, and was continually financially soundðeven with 
very modest annual dues. 

In 1982, Velma published a pamphlet on epi culture, entitled The Epiphyllum Road. A copy may be 
found in the ESA Library. Throughout her tenure of Editor, The Epiphyllum Road was a standing col-
umn in every quarterly issue of the publicationðcontaining valuable information and tips for the epi 
enthusiast.

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During her last years of her tenure as editor, Velma also 
assumed the office of Corresponding Secretary, a role she 
continued after her term as editor ended. Starting in the 
fall of 1984, she again assumed the role of Bulletin Edi-
tor, finally resigning from both positions in mid-1986. 

In addition to her formal duties, Velma found time from 
1977 to 1999, to hybridize and register two of her own 
originationsðincluding ôJoybellsôðand to register 22 
other epiphyllums that were hybridized by others. 

After 1986, we saw less and less of Velma, but her pres-
ence was still felt. If she saw something in a Bulletin or 
Directory Addendum (or EpiNews for that matter), that 
she felt needed correcting, she would fire off a letter to the 
Bulletin Editor or the Registrar as appropriate. 

Over the years, the ESA has been graced with many self-
less, hardworking volunteers who, by working many 
hours of their own time, made the Society successful and 
Velma was a giant among these. Velma Featherstone 
passed away on February 19, 2002  at age 88, in Los An-
geles, CA, and is buried in Eternal Valley Memorial Park, Newhall, Los Angeles County, CA. 

(The following review was published in EpiNews Vol. 35, No. 6 by Linda Sinkovic, Librarian.) SDES 
library has a new printing of the 1982 book The Epiphyllum Road by Velma Featherstone. Ms. Feath-
erstone was a Past President of ESA as well as the editor of the ESA Bulletin and had grown epiphyl-
lums for many years. Her book contains a good deal of information on epiphyllum culture and is a 
good read for beginning growers. Since it was written in 1982, perhaps some of the material is slightly 
dated, but for the most part it is sound and useful information. In addition, there is an excellent history 
of epiphyllum hybrids in this country, and a history of the Epiphyllum Society of America as well. Fi-
nally, in this printing there are some nice photos of epiphyllum hybrids to enjoy. All in all this is an 
excellent book and I highly recommend it. As it has been privately printed, there is no ISBN number.  
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Making your cuttings:  
¶ Please choose growth that is hardened off, 
not new, tender growth.  

¶ Cuttings should be 6 to 8 inches long and in 
good health. (6 to 8 inch cuttings will root 
much faster than those cuttings that are 
smaller. If the cuttings are longer, they tend 
to produce buds instead of roots.)  

¶ Cut an entire branch (that can be cut into 3 
or 4 cuttings) instead of cutting 6 inches off 
of 3 or 4 branches.  

¶ Please be sure to make cuttings from plants 
that you know and are certain bloom 
correctly. 

¶ Please follow the guidelines shown for 
marking your cuttings using the info 
graphic to the right. If you do not have time 
to mark all of your cuttings, you can wrap 
those of the same name in a newspaperð
tape it closed, and mark the package on the 
outside with the name. We will have 
Sharpie markers at the event to mark the 
rest of the cuttings.  

Marking your cuttings:                      
¶ Begin writing the name of the cutting at the 
top and write towards the bottom.  

¶ Make sure there is no writing within 2 
inches of the bottom of the cuttingðit will 
be beneath the soil when planted, and the name and information will be lost forever.  

¶ If you are using a new Sharpie, firmly tap it on a hard surface to avoid ñengravingò the cutting.  

¶ Try to check for the correct spelling (as listed in the official ESA Registry of Species and Hybrids) 
SDES has copies of the registry in the library.  

¶ If you are not sure of the spelling, wrap them together and write the name on the newspaper 
wrapping as you think it should be spelled. We can look it up at the event. Happy Cutting!

We are experiencing freezing temperatures from 
time to time at The Park which makes it still feel 
like winter. Of course, if we were farther north and 
east, the freezing temperatures would be normal 
for this time of year. Here, however, having freez-
ing temperatures for this length of time is a bit un-
usual. Because of the low temperatures, the water 
is running more often. The system turns on when 
the temperature dips below 30Á F and continues to 
run until the temperature rises. The epiphyllum 
plants (About Epiphyllum) are quite wet, so we are 
hoping that evening temperatures warm up a bit 
and the water does not have to run as much. 

We continue watering the plants surrounding the 
shade houses so they will grow, and the roots will 
hold up the banks when we have heavy rains. Fin-
gers crossed that the rains come sooner rather than 
later. We are four to five inches shy of the rainfall 
we normally have by this point in the year. We are 
also periodically hand-watering the plants at the 
Epiphyllum Trail to wash off the dust that comes 

with construction projects ongoing at The Park. 
We have been working with the Horticulture Team 
to rotate out some of the plants in the trees at the 
Epiphyllum Trail that need weeding and repot-
ting. Our goal is to have the Epiphyllum Trail all 
spruced up and looking wonderful for the bloom-
ing season. We want to impress our visitors with 
the beautiful blooms and perhaps encourage them 
to visit our sale at The Park on May 3-4, 2025. 

We keep working on removing debris that has ac-
cumulated around the shade houses over the last 
several months. The chilly weather has slowed 
some of the bloom that we see during the off sea-
son so there is not much to report. We hope that 
there will be more blooms to report next month as 
the nighttime temperatures begin to rise. And, as 
always, we continue to weed and repot. 

A huge thanks to everyone who volunteers with 
our team at The Park. We could not keep the col-
lection thriving without all the hard work you do.
