V Keep plants in filtered sunlight to develop buds. If mature plants have not yet budded, try moving 

them to a sunnier spot or location. 

V Check labels on pots for fading. Can you still read the plantôs name? Aside from labeling the pot 

and the plant, many growers go one step further and bury a plastic marker with the name of the 
plant written on it as an extra means of identificationðjust in case. 

V Check for snails, aphids and ants. Ants are attracted to the nectar in developing buds, but do no 

damage to epies. However, their presence is an indication that mealy bugs (which are brought in by 
ants) may be on the plant or in the soil. Small infestations may be controlled with a 50-50 solution 
of water and isopropyl alcohol. Larger infestations may require chemical treatment such as Mala-
thion. When using chemicals to control pests, be sure to read labels and follow instructions com-
pletely. 

V Check for scale insects. Little spots that can be flicked off with your fingernail are probably scale. 

They should be removed promptly with soapy water. You may have to repeat treatment. Again 
chemical treatment may be necessary for large infestations. 

V Donôt relocate plants that are developing buds. This can cause buds to drop. However, some bud 

drop is normal. A plant may set more buds than it can support and will naturally shed some. 

V Ensure developing buds have room to grow. Hanging plants need enough space between plants for 

the flowers to open freely. Trellised plants also need space for blossoms to open, so ensure that ties 
holding the plant aren't constricting buds. 

V De-bud young plants. Some of last yearôs cuttings will set budsðmost of which will not develop 

into full buds or blooms. Pinching off these buds will redirect the plant's energy back into its roots 
to form new branches, making for a fuller, healthier mature plant in the future. However, some peo-
ple prefer to leave the buds alone, letting nature take its course as they drop off of their own. 

V Continue planning your display for the Motherôs Day Show. You can enter a full, half, or mini ta-

Every February SDES celebrates the birthday of 
world-renowned San Diego hybridizer, George 
French (1915-2009). A prolific and dedicated hy-
bridizer, George produced some of the most beau-
tiful and lasting hybridsð384. 

George was a founding member of SDES and one 
of our biggest promoters. He dedicated his life to 
epies and to the Society. 

In recognition of his efforts, SDES established a 
show category for his hybrids: The George French 
Hybrid Award. 

We have two awards that honor 
George. This one features only his 
hybrids, and the other is the Presi-
dentôs Choice for the George French 
Award, donated in 1993 by Chuck 
Everson and Jerry Williams. Every 
flower entered in our annual show is 
eligible to win the Presidentôs 
Choice award which is selected by 
the current president.  

However, over time, fewer and fewer 
flowers are entered for the French 
Hybrid award. This is typical of the 
epi community. As more hybrids are 
produced, members start growing the 
latest hybrids and begin to move past 
the older flowers. Once the South 
Bay Epiphyllum Society featured 
categories for French hybrids and 
Wressey Cocke hybrids. In the 1990s 

both of these categories would be filled to over-
flowing with flowers covering one to two tables 
each. By 2015, fewer and fewer flowers were en-
tered in either category.  From overflowing tables 
in the 1990s, the two categories were reduced to 
sharing a half table. In fact, in 2018 and 2019, 
SBESôs last two shows, there were no entries at all 
in the Cocke category and only a handful in the 
French category.  

Sadly, SDESôs show is headed in the same direc-
tion. Our last few shows have seen dwindling 
numbers of French hybrids entered. Last year was 
our worst year. By the time judging

A nice breakfast buffet 
was provided along with a slide presentation. with 
many of our volunteers attending (as shown be-
low). After breakfast we headed to Benbough Am-
phitheater for a presentation on 2024 activities and 
recognition of volunteers who had reached hourly 
or yearly milestones. We had numerous volunteers 
who were recognized for the various milestones 
they had reached in 2024. Sincere congratulations 
and thank you to all.  

Two new stepstools and a 5ô ladder were purchased 
for The Park. One more 8ô ladder will be purchased 

soon. The 8ô ladders allow us to be at eye level 
with the water lines and emitters when we have to 
replace parts or make adjustments. 

The first ladder training class took place in March. 
(Those who took the class can now officially use 
the ladders!) A  large number of volunteers from 
both the Epiphyllum and Bonsai teams attended the 
class. The classroom portion took about 20 minutes 
and then we adjourned back to the Epiphyllum 
shade houses to practice what we learned. Every-
one had fun. The Bonsai team took a short tour of 
the shade houses. They were impressed with plants 
that were blooming and with the large number of 
plants we care for. We invited them back to see 
more blooms. 

The Plant Trader order was filled and delivered. 
We are still fertilizing for bloom, weeding and re-
potting, taking care of Epiphyllum Trail,, and pre-
paring for the upcoming sales and events. Donôt 
forget that our sale at The Park is on May 4 -5! We 
hope to see you there.
