V Keep plants in filtered sunlight to develop buds. If mature plants have not yet budded, try 

moving them to a sunnier spot or location. 

V Check your plants for overcrowding. Make sure newly formed buds have ample space to fully 

open and blossom. Hanging plants need enough space between plants for the flowers to open 
freely. Trellised plants also need space for blossoms to open, so ensure that ties holding the plant 
arenôt constricting buds.  

V Donôt relocate plants that are developing buds. This can cause buds to drop. However, some 

bud drop is normal. A plant may develop more buds than it can support and will naturally shed 

some of its buds. 

V Check for snails, aphids and ants. Ants are attracted to the nectar in developing buds, but do 

no damage to epies. However, their presence is an indication that mealy bugs (which are brought in 
by ants) may be on the plant or in the soil. Small infestations may be controlled with a 50-50 solu-
tion of water and isopropyl alcohol. Larger infestations may require chemical treatment such as 

Malathion. When using chemicals to control pests, be sure to read labels and follow the instructions 
provides completely. 

V Check for scale insects. Little spots that can be removed with your fingernail are probably 

scale. They should be removed promptly with soapy water. You may need to repeat the treatment 
again. Chemical treatment may be necessary for large infestationsðbut be sure to use chemicals 

with caution. 

V Check labels on pots for fading. Can you still read the plantôs name? Aside from labeling the 

pot and the plant, many growers go one step further and bury a plastic marker with the name of the 
plant written on it in the pot as an extra means of identificationðjust in case. 

V Continue planning your display for the Motherôs Day Show. You can enter a full, half, or 

mini table display or flower arrangement based on our three themes. Check out  Epi News for more 
information on table displays and best practices for the upcoming show. You canôt win if you donôt 
enter.

Editorôs Note: This article was provided to the edi-
tor by San  Diego Epiphyllum Society member 
Beth Jackson, and is being reprinted as a tribute to 
Chuck Everson. There is no publishing date asso-
ciated with the article, but the article byline lists 
the address of Rainbow Gardens Nursery & 
Bookshop, Box 721,  La Habra, CA 90631. The 
publication would have been prior their move to 
Vista, CA, and the acquisition of California Epi 
Center from Bob and Lois 
Burks, therefore the article 
would have been written and 
published sometime prior to 
1987. 

Growing high in the rugged 
jungle terrains of Mexico and 
South America is one of the 
most unusual of all epiphytic 
cactiðthe aporocactus, or nick-
named the ñrat-tailò cactus. 
Hanging from the stems and 
thick branches of trees, these 
beautiful plants are slender, 
vine-like cactus, creeping or 
clambering, sending out roots 
freely, thus being able to attach 
themselves easily to trunk de-
pressions and ledges of rocks in 
the wild.  

The oldest and most well 
known ñórat-tailò is the beauti-
ful lavender colored flowering 
Aporocactus flagelliformisð
said to have been introduced 
from Peru in 1690, but presum-
ably, originally from Mexico. In 
the older days, it was very common in Mexico to 
see this plant about the houses of the poorer citi-
zens, often planted in the end of a cow's horn and 
hung on the side of the house. Even the dried flow-
ers were used as a household remedy and sold in 
the drug stores under the name of ñflor de 
Cuernoò.  

There are only five recognized day blooming spe-
cies. Flowers are rather small, diurnal, red to red-
dish-orange, lavender, slightly irregular or zygo-
morphic with stamens longer than the petals. 
Flowers are produced in early spring and last for 
several days. These five species are: Aporocactus 

conzattii, Aporocactus flagelliformis, Aporocactus 
flagriformis, Aporocactus martianus, Aporocactus 
leptophis. These same species are known to have 
been crossed with such unusual plants as Echinop-
sis, Heliocereus and Cryptocereus. Closely related 
and highly coveted by Epiphyllum lovers is the 
unique cross of Aporocactus with the hybrid Epi-
phyllumðbetter known as X Aporophyllum. They 
combine the good qualities of both, but are quite 

different from either one. Their 
main flowering season starts in 
early spring and on different 
occasions it is not unusual to 
see the same plant produce an-
other batch in late summer and 
early fall.  

The same holds true with the 
species Aporocactus, although 
they seem to start blooming ear-
lier in the season. A good exam-
ple of the beautiful coloring that 
has originated from this great 
cross would be: X Aporophyl-
lum Temple Glowða proven 
winner, offered through our 
nursery for several years now. 
with the inner petals shaded in 
pink, outer petals light orange, 
appearing as two flowers to-
gether. X Aporophyllum Fairy 
Dancerðlavender-red flowers 
becoming lighter toward the 
center. X Aporo-phyllum óStar 
Fireôðbright red blossoms with 
a violet overlay, petals recoiling 
backwards toward the tube. X 
Aporoheliocereus Hazelôð

(cross: Heliocereus X Aporocactus) outstanding 
light orange-red. Two proven best sellers at our 
nursery in the past: X Aporophyllum Pastel Rose 
and X Aporophtjllum Pink Beauty, both a light 
pastel and pink. And finally, X Aporophyllum 
Moonlightôða lovely, very large flower in a color 
of ivory.  

As to the care of these wonderful oddities, the easy 
part is at hand! MIX: The ñrat-tailò cactus group 
will maintain a good, healthy growing pattern in a 
consistent mix where the pH consistency is in the 
5.5 to 6.5 range and must be coarse so that the air 
may circulate and that the water will drain through 
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the soil mix. Commercial potting mixes are fine 
and may be used by adding sponge rock and a 
small amount of washed builders sand to the mix. 
Suggested home prepared mix is as follows:  

V 4 parts leaf mold (or azalea-camellia mix)  

V 1 part medium or fine redwood bark  

V 1 part perlite (medium grade sponge rock)  

V 1/3 part washed builders 

sand  

V 1 part horticultural charcoal 

(optional) 

For each cubic foot of mix, add 
1/2-cup of bone meal. Should 
your water be high in alkaline 
you can add per cubic foot of 
mix, 1/2 cup of garden sulphur. 
Extreme humidity in your par-
ticular area may require the 
amount of leaf mold be de-
creased to 2 or 3 parts per mix.  

CARE AND WATERING: The 
plants prefer temperatures be-
tween 45 and 70 degrees F, but 
will tolerate extreme heat if 
kept well shaded and the hu-
midity level kept at around 50% 
Rattail cactus will tolerate tem-
perature of less than 32 degrees 
F for a few hours, but will 
freeze if exposed to tempera-
tures below that temperature for 
any period of time. Protect your 
plants from frost and freezing. 
Watering requirements will de-
pend on many variables such as pot, weather, and 
even geographical locations in which you live. If 
you are in doubt as to how much to water and how 
often, we suggest the following: check the soil 
every few days to see whether it is time to water. 
Remember clay pots will dry out much faster than 
plastic pots, and may require watering at least 
twice a week during the summer months. Plastic 
pots retain moisture for longer periods and should 
be checked before watering. We use plastic pots 
because they do not require constant attention, but 
over watering is a much more distinct possibility. 
So if you have a heavy hand with the water hose, 

stick to clay pots.  

FERTILIZER: After the first year, you may be 
ready to start fertilizing your ñrat-tail". Place your 
plant on a regular fertilizing schedule by feeding 
once a month from April through October with a 
well balanced fertilizer with a ratio of 5-2-2. A 
recommended product would be liquid fish emul-
sion, using 1 TBSP per gallon of water. To pro-
mote blooms, a low nitrogen fertilizer is recom-

mended, preferably the ratio of 
0-10-10 being the most ideal. 
Apply once a month in Febru-
ary to promote blooms, and 
again in November for harden-
ing off the summer growth. Do 
no use any fertilizer in the win-
ter.  

PESTS: There are very few 
pests which seem to infest the 
ñrat-tailò cactus, however those 
that do can be very destructive . 
Scale are probably the worst 
pests of all. Scale are small disc
-like insects which suck the 
juices of the plants and can be 
controlled by spraying with 
50% Malathion diluted 1 tbsp, 
per gallon of water. Spray as 
necessary. For the control of 
mealybugs, use the same as for 
scale. 

BLOSSOMS: The blooming 
season for ñrat-tailsò starts in 
April and continues through the 
middle of summer, depending 
on your locale. Most ñrattailsò 
require 2 to 3 years growth and 

a nice rootbound condition before they begin their 
regular blooming cycle. Rooted cuttings may at-
tempt to produce a bloom the first year, but the 
bud should be removed so that the energy of the 
cutting can go to growth rather than the bloom. By 
allowing a cutting to bloom you can set back the 
maturity of the plant several months. 

LIGHT REQUIREMENTS: Never allow your 
plant to receive direct noonday sun. Plants may be 
grown under lath, shade cloth, or a patio, or green-
house which receives morning or late afternoon 
sun, or under a shady tree. Artificial light may be

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used (500-1000 foot-candles 
from a distance of 10ò). 
Amount of light should be 
reduced or increased with the 
actual hours of daylight dur-
ing each season of the year. 
This requirement is essential 
for bud formations. 

FINAL NOTEðas with any 
set of rules or suggested gen-

eral care for plants, please 
donôt consider those in this 
article as firm and binding. 

Some may keep their ñrat-
tailò cactus enclosed most of 
the year (greenhouse, solari-

um, sun porch), while others 
in more sub-tropical or desert 
like areas allow theirs to hang 
outside or in a lath house 

most or all of the year. Donôt 
be afraid to experiment with your plant, your mix or your fertilizer.  You may lose a cutting or two be-
fore youôve set upon a good course to follow, but you will be rewarded in the end with good growth, a 

unique plant, and absolutely beautiful blossoms! Your ultimate reward for meeting that challenge head 
on! Good luck!!

The on-
ly rule is that an arrangement must be able to be picked up and moved as one whole 
piece. However, it is okay to hold off inserting your flowers until you arrive at the show 
in order to keep them looking nice. Check out these examples from past shows.

Just bring one in; thereôll be room!

The only rule with a mini-display is that it canôt be any wider than 30 inches. To reserve 
space for a mini-display, please contact Show Coordinator Pat Neal at 619-318-7459 or 
pneal@san.rr.com.

Transporting flowers without crushing pet-
als is a challenge.   Hereôs a sample of how 
exhibitors have protected their flowers at 
past shows. 

Boxes and nursery trays are the most com-
mon means of transport by most exhibitors. 

Holes punched into boxes of all sorts can 
help hold epies upright and stable.  A deep-
er box can be useful with cups or small vas-
es holding individual flowers. Note the 
small sticks with names identifying the 
flowers in the upper right photo. 

Nursery trays can be used, but try to select 
ones of sturdy construction and ones that 
have the higher sides. Used right-side up, 
cups can be used to hold individual flowers 
as shown in the photo with blue cups. Indi-
vidual plastic circles provided extra protec-
tion on the petals. 

Another tray with wider holes in the bottom 
was turned upside down and the stems were 
inserted into the holes. The flowers can be 
protected with either coffee cup filters or 
paper cones. Flower names are written on 
the outside of the filters and paper or plastic 
cones.
